Wastewater Criteria

Florida has set December 31, 2015 as
compliance date for Monroe County to meet
new wastewater treatment standards.

{ For smaller systems, the standards are:
1 10 ppm of Suspended Solids
1 10 ppm of Biological Oxygen Demand
1 10 ppm of Total Nitrogen
1 1 ppm of Total Phosphorus

Individual, on - site systems will be required to
meet these standards.




Properties

. The decentralized area has been determined
by an economical analysis of wastewater
systems

BlIndividual properties > 700 feet from proposed or
existing central sewer systems.

1 By working with the Department of Health, we
identified existing systems that require
upgrades to higher standards.
